· Hamper/Laundry bag

· Health/Safety:

· First aid kit with Neosporin
· Ice pack/Heating pad

· Vitamins
· Sunscreen

· Umbrella

· Eye Glasses/Contact Lenses/Solution

· Cooking/Eating:

· Fridge – mini fridge (counter top height)

· Small microwave (maximum 800 watts)

· Coffee maker with automatic shut off

· Brita pitcher/filters

· Ziploc Bags, plastic food storage containers

· Refillable water bottle (water fountains will not be available)
· Storage and Organization:

· Hanging storage solutions

· File folders

· Shoe rack/organizer

· Desktop organizer

· Over the door hooks

· Décor: Keep in mind, no more than 10% of the walls may be covered, and any fabric must be “fire retardant” from the manufacturer and you must attach this documentation to the fabric on the walls

· Computing and Electronics:

· Computer and accessories (Laptop, laptop bag, computer lock, etc)

· Headphones (with built in microphone for remote learning)

· Standing fan

· Three pronged outlet surge protectors with breakers

· Bring various lengths for your needs

· Extension cords without a surge protector are not allowed

· USB charging – any item (including lamps, bed risers, etc) with a USB charging port needs to have a grounded (three pronged) plug.

· Index cards/Post it notes

· Mini sewing kit
· Tool set (screwdrivers, socket wrench, etc)
